XV. I now had gained revelation concerning the sowing of God’s Word, letting

that Word form an image, believing that image by letting it form a state of

being in me, and falling in love with God’s idea (healing), and releasing my 

faith toward God, but there was still a missing key and I knew it.

A. The missing key was soon revealed to me as I read and meditated on the

subjects of faith and believing.

1. “In Genesis 2:7 we read: “And the Lord God formed man of the

dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of

life; and man became a living soul.” 

2. A Hebrew scholar once said this verse could better be translated by

saying, man became a “speaking spirit.” 

3. God created man in His own image with the capacity to communicate

through his mouth with Him by speaking that which was in his mind.

4. The power of speech to create was and will always be a major

distinguishing factor between man and the rest of God’s creation.

5. The truth that I learned was that man was made a “Speaking Spirit”

and given “dominion”.

6. Satan recognizes this as the power of the “spoken word”, and is

constantly trying to get man to speak words that contaminate, defile

and destroy.

7. A constant war is going on for “air time”. 

8. The enemy knows that the spoken words of God must be stopped

from being aired.

“SPEAKING -THE VOICE OF FAITH”

B. In Numbers 14:28 we read: “Say unto them, As truly as I live, saith the

Lord, as you have spoken in mine ears, so will I do to you.” 

1. The nation of Israel’s failure to possess the Promised Land is described in

Numbers 13 and 14. 

a. Why did they fail?

2. First and foremost Hebrews 4:3 AMP answers that question: “For we

who have believed (adhered to and trusted in and relied on God) do

enter that  rest, in accordance with His declaration that those [who

did not believe] should not enter when He said, As I swore in My

wrath, They shall not enter My rest; 

3. But in the Book of Numbers Chapters 13 and 14 we see a different slant.

4. Is it not because everyone in these two chapters get exactly what they say.

a. Joshua and Caleb won the war on words when they said, “We are well

able to possess the land.” 

b. The other leaders said, “We are not able....”, and they died in the

wilderness.

c. We can certainly see the ‘truth’ that God said to Israel in Numbers

14:8: “Say unto them, As truly as I live, saith the Lord, as you

have spoken in mine ears, so will I do to you.” 

“HEALING IN THE ATONEMENT”

C. There are three primary views of divine healing in the Church today.

1. First, there is the view that it passed away.

2. Second, there is the view that it is a special grace that God gives only to

those He chooses.

3. Third, there is the view that healing is in the atonement.
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
